Going Green
I would like to report on the ongoing efforts of the CCMA and the Craigville Retreat CenterÕs staff in their efforts to be as
Green as we can and still stay within our budgetary constraints.  Working alongside the CCMA, the Retreat Center is
proud to say the overall usage of energy is down due to the energy efficient products that are being purchased to replace
the old inefficient appliances.
 Energy-efficient refrigerators and freezers are now in place (95% of the appliances have been updated). Thanks to the
CCMA for the funds for this energy and money-saving effort.

All laundry equipment has been upgraded to front loading, low water, and HE detergent washers and energy-efficient
gas dryers. Thanks to the MACUCC for the funds to accomplish this task. Both water and energy usage is down.  We no
longer use bleach or antibacterial soap in the Retreat Center buildings. Studies have shown they are detrimental to pond
life. Alison Bissett, our new Executive Housekeeper, has us using all natural products for cleaning the Retreat Center
buildings. Thanks to her for heading us in the right direction in this area!

The CCMA has installed new energy-efficient gas furnaces in all buildings in the Center, except the Lodge. In the last
10 years, our natural gas usage is way down.  Resetting the timers monthly for the lights on the Green, Post Office,
Tabernacle, and Playground, saves energy and money. Thanks to Damon for his attention to this energy-saving task.
 WeÕre also ÒGoing GreenÓ on the Craigville Green by using organic fertilizer, Hydretain, which maintains the moisture,
meaning it needs less water; and Milky Spore for grub control. This is the third year for this project. The Retreat Center is
now using the same products on all the lawns around the buildings.  Thank You to Debbie Bissett for her research and for
spearheading this effort to be good stewards of our environment.  It takes a little extra research time and a little more
work, but the savings are worth it to our village.

FEATHER/FUN FACTS: TICKS

The unusually warm winter, with virtually no snow, very few acorns, and a diminished mice population, created a perfect
set up for the breeding of ticks.  Ticks may cause some very serious illnesses, so letÕs learn more about this pest.

Ticks have been around for 90 million years with 800 species.  They are small external parasites similar to mites
that live on the blood of mammals, birds, and sometimes reptiles and amphibians.  Ticks are vectors of a number of
diseases, including Lyme disease, Colorado tick fever, Rocky Mountain Spotted Fever, and African tick bite fever, to name
a few.  The diet of blood only is fulfilled by the tick attaching itself to the skin and inserting a harpoon-like structure in its
mouth allowing it to be firmly attached on the host.  This mechanism is what makes removing an embedded tick so
difficult, for the body may be pulled off the host but leaves the m!!outh in the skin. Ticks do not jump or fly; they simply
reach out with their legs and grab or crawl onto a host.

Ticks have eight legs and each one contains a unique sensory organ known as the Haller's organ, which can
detect odors and chemicals emanating from the host, as well as sensing changes in temperature and air currents. Ticks
require three hosts, and their life cycle takes at least one year to complete.  Up to 3,000 eggs are laid on the ground by
one adult female tick.  When larvae emerge, they feed primarily on small mammals and birds.  After feeding, they detach
from their host and molt to nymphs on the ground, which then feed on larger hosts and molt to adults. Female adults
attach to larger hosts, feed, and lay eggs, while males feed very little and occupy larger hosts primarily for mating.
! !The best way to remove a tick is by using a small pair of curved forceps or tweezers while wearing some sort of hand
protection, such as gloves, so you don't spread pathogens from the tick to your hands.  Using the tweezers, carefully flip
the tick over onto its back.  Grasp the tick firmly with the tweezers as close to the skin as possible. Apply gentle pulling
action until the tick comes free. Twisting or turning the tick does not make removal easier because the !mouth parts are
barbed, and such actions may break off the head and mouth parts, squirting venom into the wound.  Once the tick is
removed, don't crush the tick because it may release pathogens.  Rinse it down a sink or flush it down a toilet.  Consider
keeping it in a tightly closed jar or taped to a piece of paper, or enclosed in a folded piece of scotch tape.  Show the tick to
the doctor if the person bitten becomes ill after the bite.

Unfortunately, the tick bite is usually painless and remains that way even after the tick stops the blood meal and
falls off the skin.  Later, the bite site may develop itching, burning, redness, and rarely, localized intense pain.  If a bullÕs
eye pattern forms on the skin where a tick was attached, seeking medical attention is essential.
Do ticks have any positive function in the realm of things...NO, not that anyone has discovered yet.
